Thi®OESnclude local congregations according to Laurie Griffith, manager of Judicial Process
and Social Witness in the Presbyterian Church (USA) department of Constitutional services office. This
change necessitates the need of every congregation in the Presbytery of South Louisiana to create and
institute a Sexual Misconduct policy, if you do not currently have such a policy. It is my understanding
that congregations, presbyteries, and synods will be required to develop a policy by July 2011. The Pres-
bytery of South Louisiana in 2002 instituted such a policy.
