“What is the Treasurer doing working on Mission
programs?” This is an honest question, and deserves an
honest answer.

I am motivated by Mission.

And, this is my personal point of view. Finances
provide the basis for Mission. If finances are unstable,
Mission is weak, it “sputters.” Stable finances allow a firm
foundation for Mission. Dynamic and growing finances
provide a springboard to launch Mission.

Normally, I only write and edit these articles
(because there is no one else available to do it), but this
month I am stepping out from behind the scenes and telling
my own story. I have a doctorate in Business Administra-
tion and a broad variety of experience extending from aero-
space to universities, to hospitals, to oil & gas exploration,
even including a government board. Even though retired I
still have a fair grasp of financial matters and decent ad-
ministrative skills.

I was ordained as a Ruling Elder in 1967 (yes, that
ordination is back). However, my church work began in
1951 with the God and Country Award in Boy Scouts. My

first pulpit supply was in 1958. Also in 1958 I participated
in my first mission project in Juarez, Mexico. That same

year found me teaching 4™ Grade Sunday School.

The opportunity to serve another term on the Ses-
sion of a church and as Treasurer of Presbytery is merely
an extension of my life-long work. Most recently, I was
able to resume international mission work by joining the
2011 PSL Cuba Mission Trip. And at all levels, local,
Presbytery, international, I find opportunities for Mission
because I do not limit my participation in Christ’s work to
just the duty to which I am assigned.

I originally titled these articles “From the Front
Line” using the theme of “Onward Christian Soldiers.” It
was pointed out to me that some might take that as mili-
tant, so the current theme was adopted. I still feel like a
Christian Soldier though, defending the faith and making
sorties to the front lines to advance the work of the body of
Christ. However, I do see that being a partner in Christ’s
Service is just as descriptive of the opportunity and chal-
lenges. It is my duty to find the motivation and means to
accomplish the job — to be an active, rather than a silent,
partner. So. ..

In working with the
homeless program at First Pres, I have been able to hear
first hand the painful stories from the people on the mar-
gins. In helping these people with job/housing assistance and typing up resumes for them, I have discovered how
my own skills can meet their needs where they are.

I also was blessed to do many different types of service projects with the YAVs throughout the city. We
propagated plants with Bayou Rebirth, cleaned and helped serve meals at New Orleans Mission, sorted through re-
cycled beads at The Arc, visited a nursing home, and even worked on fixing up a house. I am thankful for these op-
portunities because I was able to come in to contact with people of all ages, backgrounds, and walks of life, and
learn about real issues that exist in this city and beyond. Additionally, I have been humbled to lead a simple life-
style, recognizing God’s voice in my life as to what is of true importance.

This August, I will be returning home to Birmingham, Alabama to figure out my next step. My year as a
YAV has impacted the direction my future is taking, and I
know that service will be an integral part of whatever I do. I
have learned that Mission is partnership,personal relation-
ships, and recognizing the Belovedness in one another. I
think this city captures that spirit well. I can proudly say
that God has called me to where I needed to be this year
even if it wasn’t necessarily what I expected. I am thankful
for the Presbytery of South Louisiana and the warm way
they have welcomed me into their lives.
