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Meet The YAVS

Hello, my name is Eric Lipka and [ am one of the Young Adult Volunteers (YAVs). |
used to think that [ was participating in the YAV program because I didn't know what I
wanted to do for college. While that was true, I also wanted to be engaged in service for a
year. | looked into AmeriCorps, but there wasn'’t a faith-based component to the program. |
ended up finding what [ was looking for through the YAV Program, its focus on intentional
Christian community living, and the opportunity to work in construction in the rebuilding
efforts of south Louisiana.

My first challenge was applying as a 17 year-old to a program for “19-30 year-olds.”
Obviously, I was accepted, and I am so thankful for so many things, especially how different
this experience is from my friends who are in their first and second years of college. On Fa-
cebook and Twitter, my friends complain about finals and loads of homework, while I worry
about making sure the door I'm hanging is plumb so it will open and close properly and has
a good, even reveal on the top and sides. I get to work alongside volunteers who come from
all over the country to serve with Project Homecoming and introduce volunteers to the
homeowner who is still displaced because of Hurricane Katrina. I get to see the homeown-
er’s reactions as she sees progress each week.

Little did [ know when I applied to the YAV Program during my senior year of high
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school just how rewarding this year would be. This has also been a chance for me to be a
sort of adult. I say “sort of” because in high school, all my friends and I thought once you're
18, you're an adult. I was so wrong! Unlike my friends in college, I have a full-time job with
weird hours and tough days. I work under a construction manager and teach and supervise
volunteer teams to rebuild houses. I have to budget my money, cook, do laundry, and clean
up after myself. [ live in an intentional Christian community with 8 other people who I
wouldn’t know if it wasn’t for the YAV Program. [ worship at St. Charles Avenue Presbyteri-
an Church, where I sing in a choir that is full of great musicians and led by an amazing direc-
tor.

While [ will soon join my friends in stressing out over professors and finals, for now I
am focused on spreading out floor leveler correctly so that I can proceed to put 34” plywood
down to lay bamboo flooring on top of it all! [ enjoy so many things about this YAV year, es-
pecially the people [ meet here. The friendships I am making and continue to make will last
many years because they are people that God has put in my life, and I couldn’t be more
thankful to Him for these people and this opportunity.
